VARANASI – THE HOLY PLACE OF HINDUS 

 

Varanasi is closely associated with Sanatan Dharma, Jainism and Buddhism. Notably, Buddha 

himself gave his very first sermon in 528 BC at Kashi. Mark Twain’s famous words about 

Kashi resonate with its history. He had said, “It is older than history, older than tradition, 

older even than legend, and looks twice as old as all of them put together.” Varanasi is a 

south-eastern city in Uttar Pradesh. It is located on the bank of the River Ganga. Kashi is one 

of the seven most sacred cities associated with Sanatan Dharma or Hinduism.  

For a long period of time, Kashi remained the centre of religious, educational and artistic 

activities. When Islamic rulers and Mughals invaded India, Varanasi became one of the 

prime targets and the attacks on the city date back to 1194. During the period of Islamic 

rulers, several Hindu temples were destroyed. Many scholars who lived in the city fled out 

of fear. In the 17th century, Aurangzeb demolished Kashi Vishwanath Temple and built a 

mosque in its place. By the 18th century, Marathas started working on its revival. It became 

an independent kingdom in the same period. 

Mata Ahilyabai Holkar rebuilt the temple next to the mosque that was built on the site of 

the original temple. However, its revival saw another obstacle when the British came to 

power in India. It is noteworthy that during that time, Kashi thrived as a centre for religion 

https://www.britannica.com/place/Varanasi
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for Hindus. In 1910, the British made Varanasi a state with Ramnagar as headquarters. After 

independence in 1947, it became part of Uttar Pradesh. 
 

Sanatan Dharma breathes in Kashi. 

Miles of ghats, religious bathing, temples and places linked to Sanatan Dharma make Kashi 

one of the holiest places on earth. The city is bounded by a road known as Panchkosi. 

Devotees wish to walk that road and visit Kashi at least once in a lifetime. Many believe that 

living in Kashi during the last days assures Mukti or Moksha. Every year millions of pilgrims 

visit Kashi. Baba Vishwanath Temple, Bhagwan Sankatmochan Dham, Maa Durga Temple 

and many others are some of the main attractions in the city. Being associated with 

education, Kashi houses Banaras Hindu University and two others, along with countless 

schools and educational institutes .Mahashivratri, the festival of Shiva, the Ganga festival, 

Bharat Milap, Bhasma Holi and many other festivals attract hundreds of thousands of 

pilgrims and tourists. Not only Sanatan Dharma, but Kashi also has ruins of ancient  Buddhist 

monasteries and temples. There are temples built by the Maha Bodhi Society and by 

Burmese, Tibetan and Chinese Buddhists. 

Varanasi is a bridge or ‘tirtha’ between heaven and earth, a crossing point where gods visit 

this world and mortals travel to the next. Shiva brought his wife, Parvati, to the City of Light. 

The town derives its name from the combination of two rivers – the Varuna and Assi. The 

bodies arrive all day on bamboo stretchers and on top of taxi roofs. They are accompanied 

to their final resting places with the traditional mantra, ‘Ram, Ram, Satya He! ’Mourning is 

considered bad luck by the men who attend the funeral pyre. Women are forbidden. The 

eldest son, head shaven, walks around the fire and sets it alight. It takes three hours to burn 

a body. Four hundred are cremated a day.  

Male corpses are swaddled in white, young women red and old people gold. There are 

prescribed burning areas for the police and army, business people and members of higher 

castes. Pregnant women, babies, children under 12 and victims of leprosy and smallpox are 

rowed into the river and thrown in with a stone tied to them. The river was stocked with 

turtles to feed on the human remains.  The guides boast that the water is clean because it 

flows swiftly. They say that wildlife thrives in the river. The Ganges has many dolphins, they 

say. 

The place became the burning ghat because of its proximity to the sacred pools of 

Manikarni-kakhund dug by Vishnu with his discus. Shiva was so impressed by Benares that 

he dropped jewelled earrings into the river. Pilgrims come to Benares to press their palms 

together and give the traditional Namaaskar greeting... to salute the divine in everything.

SCIENCE BEHIND DREAMS 
 
A dream is a succession of images, ideas, emotions, and sensations that usually occur 

involuntarily in the mind during certain stages of sleep. Humans spend about two hours 

dreaming per night and each dream lasts around 5 to 20 minutes, although the dreamer 

may perceive the dream as being much longer than this. Dreaming and sleep are 

intertwined. Dreams occur mainly in the rapid-eye movement (REM) stage of sleep—

when brain activity is high and resembles that of being awake. Because REM sleep is 

detectable in many species, and because research suggests that all mammals experience 

REM, linking dreams to REM sleep has led to conjectures that animals dream. However, 

humans dream during non-REM sleep, also, and not all REM awakenings elicit dream 

reports. To be studied, a dream must first be reduced to a verbal report, which is an account 

of the subject's memory of the dream, not the subject's dream experience itself. So, 

dreaming by non-humans is currently unprovable, as is dreaming by human fetuses and pre-

verbal infants. 

In the Hall study, the most common emotion experienced in dreams was anxiety. Other 

emotions included abandonment, anger, fear, joy, and happiness. Negative emotions were 

much more common than positive ones. The Hall data analysis showed that sexual dreams 

occur no more than 10% of the time and are more prevalent in young to mid-teens. People 

who are blind from birth do not have visual dreams. Their dream contents are related to 

other senses like hearing, touch, smell and taste, whichever are present since birth.

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Dream study is popular with scientists exploring the mind–brain problem. Some "propose to 

reduce aspects of dream phenomenology to neurobiology. But current science cannot 

specify dream physiology in detail. Protocols in most nations restrict human brain research 

to non-invasive procedures. In the United States, invasive brain procedures with a human 

subject are allowed only when these are deemed necessary in surgical treatment to address 

medical needs of the same human subject. Non-invasive measures of brain activity 

like electroencephalogram (EEG) voltage averaging or cerebral blood flow cannot  

 

 

identify small but influential neuronal populations. Also, MRI signals are too slow to explain 

how brains compute in real time.          

Evolutionary psychologists have theorized that dreaming really does serve a purpose. In  

“threat simulation theory” it suggests that dreaming should be seen as an ancient biological 

defence mechanism that provided an evolutionary advantage because of  its capacity to 

repeatedly simulate potential threatening events – enhancing the neuro-cognitive 

mechanisms required for efficient threat perception and avoidance. So, over the years, 

numerous theories have been put forth in an attempt to illuminate the mystery behind 

human dreams, but, until recently, strong tangible evidence has remained largely elusive.

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Artificial Intelligence and ChatGPT 
 

Humans are changing the world with technology. We are continuously trying to evolve and 
invent techniques to find smart solutions to our problems . 

Artificial intelligence (AI) is one such tool which is now changing realities. Not only the big 
players like governments and businesses use AI but even the common man is now no 
foreigner to this concept. As a result AI had penetrated all spheres of human life be it social, 
political or economic. Artificial Intelligence is the science and engineering of making 
intelligent machines, especially intelligent computer programs.  AI is based on one simple 
looking yet highly complex idea of enabling computers to do tasks that would normally 
require human intelligence. ChatGPT is one such AI program which has the potential to do 
wonders.  

ChatGPT is a highly capable AI chatbot created by Open AI . It is a pre-trained generative 
chat, which makes use of (NLP) Natural Language Processing. In other words chatGPT is an 
exceedingly intelligent program which is capable of understanding and comprehending 
human language and speech and responding to it.  

The model was trained using text databases from the internet. This included a whopping 
570GB of data obtained from books, websites, Wikipedia, articles and other pieces of 
writing on the internet. It works on probability that is the ability to guess what the next 
word in the sentence should be. In this way it forms a string of words to give a response. 
What differentiates this  technology is that it continues to learn while guessing. An incorrect 
response to a question leads to the machine entering the right one in its system thus 
constantly increasing its knowledge and understanding of human dialect . 

It can do an array of tasks varying from writing poems about lost lovers to cliché rom-coms 
you fantasize. A person can spend hours researching and writing about how a rocket 
launches and still not come up with a suitable answer but chatGPT  can do this in seconds. 
One can even use ChatGPT to write scripts, codes, blogs introductions emails both 
professional and personal and even create thumbnails etc. Using chatGPT one can also have 
conversations about the weirdest ideas like a world with flying snakes or humans being able 
to breathe underwater. But ChatGPT has its limits too . Using too many instructions and 
promts can confuse the AI program leading to incorrect or partially correct results. And then 
there is the question of ethics and morality and AI is surprisingly good at it. 

When faced with an ethical question chatGPT is able to produce a fairly thought after, 
legally sound answer which respects the feeling and sentiments of people. Now talking 
about business Microsoft is a big investor in OpenAI and plans to integrate ChatGPT into its 
search engine Bing. Microsoft for a long time has been trying for a way to overthrow Google 
who as of now captures 90% of the market. 

Will Microsoft be able to turn the tables? Will chatGPT be the end of Google?  

These are questions to which only the future holds the answer. 

 But one thing is for sure AI is here to stay and grow and sooner or later we all will have to 
climb this juggernaut named AI.

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JAMES WEBB TELESCOPE 

 

The James Webb Space Telescope (JWST) is a space telescope which conducts infrared 

astronomy. As the largest optical telescope in space, its high resolution and sensitivity allow 

it to view objects too old, distant, or faint for the Hubble Space Telescope. This will enable 

investigations across many fields of astronomy and cosmology, such as observation of the 

first stars, the formation of the first galaxies, and detailed atmospheric characterization of 

potentially habitable exoplanets.  The James Webb Space Telescope was launched on 25 

December 2021 on an Ariane 5 rocket from Kourou, French Guiana, and arrived at the Sun–

Earth L2 Lagrange point in January 2022. The first JWST image was released to the public via 

a press conference on 11 July 2022. Since the release of the first JWST image, NASA has 

been publishing new James Webb Telescope images on a weekly basis.

But, its meaning is still not clear 
to most of us. So, Global warming refers to the gradual rise in the overall temperature of the 
atmosphere of the Earth. There are various activities taking place which have been 
increasing the temperature gradually.

The first step in solving any problem is 
identifying the cause of the problem. Therefore, we need to first understand the causes of 
global warming that will help us proceed further in solving it.

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BIOLOGICAL EFFECTS OF DDT 

Even small amounts of DDT can affect small microorganisms, especially that live in the water 

(i.e. algae, and plankton), because the aquatic environment can bring more DDT in contact 

with these organisms. As an example of this high sensitivity, water that contains only 0.1 g 

of DDT per liter can slow down growth and photosynthesis in green algae. To get an idea of 

how dilute this water is, think about a paper clip, which weighs about 1gm take that mass, 

and divide it by TEN million let’s say that this tiny amount of DDT was dissolved in a quarter 

gallon of water. 

Remarkably, microorganism growth will be affected because of this! So, exactly how much 

DDT can our body tolerate before we should really start worrying? That depends on how 

much you weigh. At concentration above 236 mg DDT per kg of body weight, you’ll die. 

Concentration of 6-10 mg/kg leads to such symptons as headache, nausea, vomiting, 

confusion, and tremors. For fun, try and calculate how much DDT would be lethal for you. 

DDT is banned in most of the countries today. You must be wondering why is it then 

available and widely used in our country. India and china are among the few countries 

where it is produced and used even today though is meant to be used against mosquitoes 

that transmit malaria and yellow fever and some other insects that spread diseases, it is 

indiscriminately used everywhere like inside the houses, food shops, on human and animal 

body etc. the biggest threat is from its use in agriculture where it is used against a wide 

spectrum of insects which are both useful and harmful. Also, the birds who feed on these 

insects accumulate a large amount in their body by feeding on insecticide sprayed land. 

Even though DDT proved to be extremely effective against flies and mosquitoes once, its 

nondegradability and toxicity forces us to look for other alternatives now. Also, a large 

number of insects have developed resistance to this chemical over a period of time. 

Research to develop less harmful biopesticides, biological control of pests etc. to substitute 

DDT is under way for more than a decade, but not yet fully successful. Today, limited use of 

DDT, forming without chemicals (organic farming) etc. are welcome alternatives. It is yet 

another example of human invention which started off as the greatest triumph of science 

over nature and ended up as on environmental disaster. Next time you see someone using 

DDT without care, tell them about its harmful effects. Also, make sure that the vegetables 

and fruits are washed well before.

PREDICTING HOW SOAP MOLECULES SPREAD OVER 

WATER? 

A time-dependent solution to predict this spread revealed how complex this everyday 
phenomenon is. When a tiny drop of soapy water falls on a pool of liquid, its contents 
spread out over the pool’s surface. The dynamics of this spreading depends on the local 
concentration of soap at each point across the entire pool’s surface. But this varies in time, 
and its spread over the water surface is difficult to predict. Thomas Bickel of the University 
of Bordeaux in Talence and François Detcheverry of the University of Lyon (both in France) 
have now derived an exact time-dependent solution for these distributions. The solution 
revealed surprisingly rich behaviour in this everyday phenomenon. The work was published 
in a recent issue of Physical Review. 
The duo considered a surfactant-laden drop spreading over the surface of a deep pool of 
fluid. (A surfactant, or surface-active agent, is a substance such as soap that, when added to 
a liquid, reduces its surface tension, thereby increasing its spreading and wetting 
properties.) Earlier research showed that the transport of surfactant particles could be 
described by Burgers’ equation, which describes flows in turbulent fluids. The researchers 
solved Burgers’ equation for their system for different initial conditions. They found that the 
time dependence of the spread was sensitive to the surfactant’s initial distribution on the 
pool’s surface, such that the higher the initial concentration, the quicker the spread. 
 Also, the spreading of surfactants over a liquid surface does not always match what is 
expected for a simple diffusion process as other researchers had suggested earlier. Rather, 
the duo said, it is a rich and complex phenomenon. The duo hoped that experiments would 
bear out their predictions.

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COULD THIS CHEAPER, MORE CLIMATE-FRIENDLY PERENNIAL 
RICE TRANSFORM FARMING? 

Thousands of farmers in China have started to grow a remarkable new version of rice, one 

that realizes an old scientific dream. It's a perennial form of the grain, which doesn't have to 

be planted anew each season, but emerges year after year from long-lived roots in the soil 

just as many wild grasses do. 

Researchers at Yunnan University in Kunming, China, worked for more than two decades to 

create this rice, and have now revealed details of their success in the journal Nature 

Sustainability. Their perennial rice, they report, requires much less labor , dramatically 

reducing a farmer's costs while producing about the same amount of grain. Its long-lived 

roots may deliver big environmental benefits, too, although scientists need more data to 

confirm that. 

"This is a really big deal. This is a change in the way that we think about agriculture," 

says Erik Sacks, a plant geneticist at the University of Illinois who collaborated with the 

Chinese scientists and co-authored the new study. 

Some scientists, including Sacks, are hoping that this version of rice is a foretaste of future 

perennial crops that will transform agricultural landscapes, preserving vulnerable soil and 

enriching natural ecosystems. Other scientists are skeptical that this success can be 

replicated in other major crops such as wheat or corn. 

Shilai Zhang, one of the leaders of the Yunnan University research group, wrote in an email 

to NPR that Chinese researchers first tried to create a perennial version of rice in the 1970s, 

but failed. They achieved a crucial breakthrough in 1996 by cross-pollinating a conventional 

rice variety with a relative of rice that grows wild in Africa, and is perennial. The resulting 

embryo wouldn't normally survive, but scientists used a laboratory technique called tissue 

culture to grow a new, hybrid rice plant from it. This plant had permanent living roots, like 

its African parent, but could also be cross-bred with standard cultivated rice. 

Perennial rice could have the biggest environmental payoff, however, on hillsides which lack 

irrigation, and where rain can wash away exposed soil. Permanent living roots in the soil 

could preserve that valuable soil. The current versions of perennial rice aren't adapted to 

such conditions, but Zhang says his research group is working on varieties that could thrive 

there. The International Rice Research Institute (IRRI) in the Philippines tried to create 

perennial rice for upland, drought-prone areas in the 1990s, but shelved the program due to 

slow progress and lack of funding. In addition, even traditional rice is able to grow a second, 

smaller crop after being harvested, so it's not a huge genetic leap to achieve true 

perenniality.

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NEW DISCOVERY IN BOTANY 

The isotype of Chenopodium ucrainicum (Amaranthaceae) was recently processed by the 

U.S. National Herbarium and was received during the Covid-19 shutdown. Collected in Kyiv, 

Ukraine on October 2, 2019, the specimen was brought to the herbarium by Konstantyn 

Romashchenko, Research Associate in the Department of Botany. 

The specimen was collected by Sergei Mosyakin, Director of the Kholodny Institute of 

Botany, National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine. He collected it in the Tatarka historical 

neighborhood of Kyiv. Described in 2020 by Mosyakin and Bohumil Mándak (Prague, Czech 

Republic). It was initially reliably known from just several localities in Ukraine, but now 

dozens of new sites in central Ukraine are known, which means that it is probably more 

widespread in Eastern Europe. Its native versus alien status in Europe remains problematic. 

A late-flowering and late-fruiting species, the new taxon is well isolated from gene flow and 

hybridization with closely related species that flower earlier in the year.Chenopodium 

ucrainicum is an overlooked B-genome diploid related to C. suecicum and C. ficifolium, 

meaning that it is a "basic" species that contributed to the recent speciation in the polyploid 

complex of C. album and its relatives, such as noxious weeds like hexaploid C. album (in a 

wide sense) and crops like tetraploid C. quinoa. The newly described species will help in 

understanding the evolution of the group and might prove to be useful for genetic 

improvement of quinoa crops because of its late development and resistance to cold.

Cyber Security is the practice of defending computers, servers, mobile devices, 

electronic systems, networks, and data from malicious attacks. It’s also known as 

Information Technology Security or Electronic Information Security. Cyber Security is 

one of the most significant challenges of the contemporary world, due to both the 

complexity of information systems and the societies they support. It includes NETWORK 

SECURITY- safeguards a computer network from intrudes, APPLICATION SECURITY- 

focuses on preventing malware from infecting software & devices and OPERATIONAL 

SECURITY- procedure & actions need to manage and secure digital assets. Another 

important term is Malware- software that a cyber criminal or hacker has created to 

disrupt or damage a legitimate user’s computer. In the 1970’s & 1980’s, computer 

security was mainly limited to academia until the concept of the internet, whereas the 

1990’s increased connectivity, along with computer viruses, the 2000’s marked the 

institutionalization of cyber threats and cyber security. However in the 1970’s and 

1980’s, there were no grave computer threats because computers and the internet 

were still developing and security threats were easily identifiable. Most often, threats 

came from malicious insiders who gained unauthorized access to sensitive documents 

and files. One of the earliest examples of a cyber attack was the Computer Worm 

Creeper written by Bob Thomas at BBN, which propagated through the ARPANET 

(Advanced Research Projects Agency Network) in 1971. Creeper was not at all malicious. 

However, it would display a message on any infecting screen stating- “I’m the Creeper, 

catch me if you can”. A later program, Reaper was created by Ray Tomlinson in 1972 

and used to destroy Creeper. 

In today’s world it is very important to have a good knowledge about cyber security & 

cyber attacks due to the expanded reliance on computer systems, the internet, wireless 

networks, smart devices & the various devices that constitute the IoT (Internet of 

Things). From October 2022 to January 2023, our Indian army also organized the second 

edition of Sainya Ranakshetram i.e. “SAINYA RANAKSHETRAM 2.0”, which aims to seek 

operational solution to cyber challenges. Continuous Technological development 

necessitates a corresponding movement in cyber security practices. The top cyber 

security trends for 2023 are Automotive Hacking, Artificial Intelligence (AI), Smartphone 

Viruses, and Technology & Risks in a New Era: IoT on a 5G Network etc. Also, the threats 

covered by Cyber Security are Cyber Crime, Cyber Attack and Cyber Terrorism.
